How to find BRC: 

Bradford Resource Centre is housed in the “Arts & Resources Centre” (ARCC) at 17-21 Chapel Street, BD1 5DT in the historic and architecturally notable Little Germany area which is at the city centre end of Leeds Road.

There are notices saying “Community Arts” and “Arts & Resources Centre” on the outside of the building.

We are about 10 minutes walk from both Bradford Interchange (rail and bus) and Forster Square railway station. Ask directions for Leeds Road or Little Germany

Chapel Street is a one-way street that runs uphill from the city centre end of Leeds Road. 

The ARCC is the 1st and only car park on the left as you go up the hill. It is on the corner of Chapel Street and Cater Street. 

We have a car-park which you are welcome to use. Preference is given to people with disabilities. There is a nearby car park at the top of Burnett Street. 

Drivers coming off the M62/M606 and following signs for Bradford City centre will arrive in the city centre by coming down Manchester Road. To get to Little Germany turn right (second exit) at the roundabout at the bottom of the hill in the city centre – drive straight ahead through two sets of lights – you will now be driving along the side of the proposed new retail centre (Westfield development). At the end of the retail development site you will reach Little Germany on your left. Continue ahead starting to go up the hill on Leeds Road. Almost immediately you will see another smaller building development (Eastbrook Hall) on your left – turn left at the lights at the end of Eastbrook Hall. You are now on Chapel Street.
